RAAP funding will be targeted to those research consortia that demonstrate a clear contribution to NSW Government priorities, as articulated in the NSW Premier’s Priorities.

This funding is at the discretion of OCSE and conditional on there being strong evidence of a link to the Premier’s Priorities.

· completed electronically, however the structure of the application form should not be modified.
